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  FACILITY UPGRADES COMING IN 2018 
 

 

Fulton County YMCA 

State Sen. James Tedisco, came to the Fulton County 
YMCA recently to present a state grant check for 
$170,980 to be used for five facility projects ranging 
from a new pavilion to outdoor security cameras. The 
grant is through the New York State Nonprofit Infra-
structure Capital Investment Program.  ðWeóre excited 
about the projects,ñ Tedisco told YMCA CEO Steven 
Serge, in presenting the check. According to Serge, the 
NICIP grant comes after about a year and a half of ef-
fort. He said the Fulton County YMCA ðdeeply appreci-
atesñ the assistance provided by Tediscoós office for the 
help and assistance in procuring the funds. He said it is 
anticipated that all work will be completed in 2018. 

ðWeóre very pleased and especially wanted to thank Sen. 
Tedisco,ñ Serge stated.  The senator responded, ðThank 
you for the wonderful work you do here in Fulton     
County.ñ 

NICIP makes targeted investments throughout the state 
in capital projects that will improve or maintain the qual-
ity, efficiency, accessibility, and reach of nonprofit hu-
man services organizations that provide direct services 
to New Yorkers through state contracts, State payment 
rates, or state authorized payments which represent 
funding appropriated by the state and passed through to 
a local government which then provides that funding di-
rectly to the nonprofit organization. 

Funding will be used for these five projects at the YMCA on 
Harrison Street: 

Ù A 30 by 60-foot, permanent pavilion will be constructed on 
the YMCAós outdoor property to provide shade and cover 
from weather for YMCA childrenós programs. 

Ù Ceramic tile will replace worn, lifted and deteriorated lino-
leum in the YMCAós pool corridor and locker rooms. 

Ù A garage/storage shed will be built to house large sized 
recreational equipment along with the YMCAós utility pickup 
and lawn mowing equipment. 

Ù Grant funds will substantially improve security measures at 
the YMCA by upgrading internal monitoring cameras and also 
add cameras to the exterior of the building. 

Ù Grant funds will replace the worn and deteriorated front 
steps, and in the process improve pedestrian safety by add-
ing integrated lighting on the face of each stepós riser. 

Serge said the pavilion project may be done by summer.
